*All groups must complete the required written tasks for task 2 (charts, account of money, PR Statements etc.), IF a group does not have a required written element, then they must create a written anecdotal account of what happened for task 2.
PetroMAC Oil Company 

Task Two

· Talk to environmental consultants and find out how much they will charge for their services (you must pay this fee)

· Approach the Farmers/landowners and try to strike a deal.  You want to pay them off so that they will stop complaining. 

· Research how to write a PR statement (press release):

· Write a PR statement representing your company’s role in the oilspill

Municipal Government 
Task Two

· Talk to the landowners/farmers and ask them what help they need from you – create a list of the costs associated
· You may need to do some research about how much a clean up will cost
· Ask the Provincial and Federal governments for a grant of money to help with the clean up
· Decide on one farmer who you have the money to help now.  The rest will have to wait, and hopefully the money will eventually come.  
Point of interest: The mayor’s brother is a farmer whose land was destroyed (will he get first clean up?)
Provincial Government
Task Two

· You will be given a handout “Spending by Provincial Budget” Pie Graph. To find out your provincial spending budget, go to the Federal Government and ask them how much they have allotted for Alberta. 

· Figure out how much money you have for each area of the pie graph (you will have to do some math).  

· Talk to the environmental consultants and ask how much money they think it will cost to clean up the oil spill

· Decide how much money you will need to take out of your provincial budget to help clean up the oil spill.  You will have to look at your pie graph and decide which areas you will take money away from in order to get money for the clean up.
Federal Government
Task Two 

· According to the Department of Finance Canada, the Canadian government gives $41 billion to the provinces and territories annually.  Divide this money up and decide how much each province and territory should receive.  Determine this amount on who you think needs the money the most, and also who contributes the most resources. 
· Research how much money the Federal government of Canada normally spends on assisting provinces when they have a disaster.  

· Determine if you have enough money set aside for Alberta specifically, to cover the costs of this oil spill disaster.  
· The Prime Minister needs to ask his/her Minister of Environment to create a law to deal with future oil spills or to regulate safety procedures that oil companies must follow, in order to prevent this in the future – remember to propose the bill, and vote on it until it is passed

· IF you run out of money consider this: the Federal government has an additional spending budget of approximately $200 billion which is used for ALL Federal Social Programs (military, E.I., Old Age Security, Court System etc.).  Divide up your 200 Billion among these programs, and decide where you will take money from to give to Petro Mac, other levels of government etc.  Remember, the consequence for taking money out of Federal Spending means we have less for things like the military, E.I etc.

Media
Task Two 
Newspaper 

· Interview people from PetroMac, the various levels of government, scientists, environmentalists, land owners and business owners
· Write a news paper article, including information about the oil spill, people’s reactions, and quotes from your classmates
· You really want to leak to the public, the cost of how much it will take to clean up the oil spill.  The only way to get this information is to talk to the Environmental Consultants.  
· Remember if you have a bias towards a certain group, that should be clearly indicated in your article
TV News 

· Interview people from PetroMac, the various levels of government, scientists, environmentalists, land owners and business owners
· Create a news story to either be performed live, or filmed/edited in your own time that includes information about the oil spill, people’s reactions, and interviews from the various groups
· You really want to leak to the public, the cost of how much it will take to clean up the oil spill.  The only way to get this information is to talk to the Environmental Consultants.  
· Remember if you have a bias towards a certain group, that should be clearly indicated in your news report
Environmental Activists

Task Two 
· Have a one minute protest outside of the PetroMAC “building” (their desks)

· Your protest should be meaningful which means it utilizes your protest signs, a slogan or chant, and a creative way to engage the public in taking up a cause

· Talk to the landowners/farmers and try to convince them to join your protest and to use your signs on their “land”

· Once the farmers are convinced, remind them that they have now have to join EnviroCare! in order to join your protest, which also requires an annual fee.  If they don’t have the money, they could ask for a grant from the government

Environmental Consultants 
Task Two

· Inform PetroMAC of how much the clean up is going to cost – if you haven’t already done so, quickly research this and base your numbers off of the BP oilspill

· No matter what, DO NOT let the media interview you – this is confidential information between you and PetroMAC 

· Create a visual representation (chart, graph or diagram) explaining one important piece of data.  EG.  Bar graph of duck population and your predictions of how many ducks will die in the coming months/years.  
Land owners/Farmers
Task Two
· If PetroMAC offers you money, you need to be ready to counteroffer for more money or refuse their bargain.  You are fairly certain they are trying to buy you off so you don’t complain

· Seek out the media to have your voice heard - create a character and share their heart wrenching story with the public

· Decide if you will protest PetroMAC or not.  Will you protest alongside the environmentalists, or will you protest the government for not stepping in sooner?

Small Business Owner

Task Two
· ALL members go to PetroMAC – have a representative explain what your product is and why it was effected by the oil spill.  Ask for money from them

· If PetroMAC does not give you enough money – decide if you have to close down your business or not

· Go to the media and explain that you want them to share your particular story, and you want the media to ask for donations for your business

· Ask the Municipal Government for relief funding 

· Research alternative ways to make your product – new materials other than petroleum, and/or new products all together
